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Every floral arrangement sorted, bouquet to table flowers and what to tell your florist.
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PLANNING

Set your total floral budget

HIGH

Create a mood board with floral inspiration images to share with florist

HIGH

Choose your wedding colour palette and flower style (romantic, wild, minimal, tropical)

HIGH

BOOKING YOUR FLORIST

Research and book a florist: meet at least 2-3 florists before deciding

HIGH

Ask florist about seasonal availability for your preferred flowers

HIGH

Ask florist about delivery, setup, and breakdown logistics

Review and sign floral contract: confirm all items, quantities, and delivery time

HIGH

BOUQUETS

Bridal bouquet: discuss size, shape (round, cascade, hand-tied), and flowers

HIGH

Bridesmaids' bouquets (smaller or complementary to bridal bouquet)

HIGH

Flower girl basket and petals

Toss bouquet (separate small bouquet for the bouquet toss if planned)

BUTTONHOLES AND CORSAGES

Groom's buttonhole / boutonniere

HIGH
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Groomsmen buttonholes (can be simpler version of groom's)

HIGH

Fathers of bride and groom buttonholes

Corsages for mothers of bride and groom (wrist or pin-on)

CEREMONY FLORALS

Ceremony arch or altar floral arrangement

HIGH

Aisle decorations: pew cones, chair-end arrangements, aisle petals, lanterns

HIGH

Welcome sign floral arrangement (garland around the sign)

Signing table arrangement (small posy or greenery for the signing table)

Ceremony entrance display (two large floral urns or arrangements at doorway)

Flower crown or hair flowers for bride (if desired)

RECEPTION FLORALS

Table centrepieces: decide between tall, low, or mixed arrangements

HIGH

Head table or sweetheart table garland / arrangement

HIGH

Cake table floral display or flowers for the cake tiers

Bar or drinks station floral arrangement

Seating plan display floral frame or garland

Hanging ceiling installation or floral chandelier if venue allows

Pot plants or potted herbs as centrepieces (guests can take them home)

DAY-OF LOGISTICS

Confirm florist delivery time and access to both venues on wedding day

HIGH

Confirm where buttonholes will be delivered and who distributes them

HIGH

AFTER WEDDING

Arrange for leftover flowers to be donated to a hospital, care home, or church

Press a flower from your bouquet to keep as a keepsake
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
